1. Regulatory update:  TSCA bill has been forwarded by U.S. Congress to the president for signature.  CT S.B. 301 regarding spill reporting has been signed and will be effective Oct. 1, 2016, and requires DEEP to write spill reporting regulations including reportable quantities.
