6. Regulatory Update

It was noted that DEEP has not relaxed any of their regulatory requirements, except for case-by-case basis, after self-reporting.

a. EPA has relaxed enforcement, this may apply to EPA-administered programs like SPCC Plans and inspections.

b. New Jersey has furloughed some of their DEP staff, which has delayed permitting in the state.

c. Massachusetts has delegated some approvals to Licensed Site Professionals, who are considered essential employees.
